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’ We make all of the objects in our shows ourselves -
e including all the masks and puppets.There are just 2

masks in‘Storm in a Teacup’ - the Lighthouse Keeper
and the Supply Boat Captain.They are both what we
call’‘helmet masks’ - that means they cover the
performer’s whole head, just like a motorbike helmet,
and they are tightly padded so that they don’t move
around when you're wearing them.
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There are a few different kinds of puppets in‘Storm in a
Teacup’ Some of them are just 2-D flat shapes cut out

of plywood, and others, like the seagull, are made from NogTHER
paper mache, so they are very light.

We thought that the puppets that the lighthouse keeper
makes should all be made from things he can find '
around the lighthouse - bits of fishing net that the seagull |
brings for him, and driftwood - wood that has been carried
on the sea from other parts of the world and washes up on
the shore. Driftwood is shaped by the seaitself and by the
rocks and sand that are washed up on the tide.
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You can find all kinds of interesting, beautiful shaped pieces
of wood on the seashore — those that the lighthouse keeper’s
puppets are carved from came from Formby beach.
